
REPORT FROM CHAMPIONS HYDRO-LAWN �

Mr. Tiff reviewed pictures of Central Green and Falcon Landing Trail 
maintenance report, copies of which are attached. 

Discussion ensued regarding the patching of the turf. Mr. Tiff stated he will 
meet with the contractor to ensure the patch is done properly and to address drainage 
issues. 

Discussion ensued regarding the landscaping around the turf and stage. Mr. Tiff 
stated two of the areas will be paved to continue to allow the patrons to use the wall for 
seating. 

Discussion ensued regarding the pavers adjacent to D'Amico's which have been 
crushed by D'Amico's planters. After discussion, the Board requested ABHR to draft a 
letter to the management of D'Amico's putting them on notice that they are trespassing 
and will be billed for future damage. The Board requested Mr. Tiff to ask the contractor 
what could be done to prevent future damage. Mr. Klein recommended a concrete slab 
be poured for the pots where the pots would be placed and notify D'Amico's the pots 
are not allowed to be moved from those specific spots. 

Mr. Tiff recommended power washing the stone wall and hardscape at 
LaCenterra and on the Falcon Landing Trail now and periodically and reviewed a 
proposal to power wash at Central Green twice a year. The Board discussed the 
frequency and concurred to power wash Central Green twice a year and continue 
monitoring to determine if the frequency should be increased. 

Discussion ensued regarding power washing the trails at the trail heads on 
Flacon Landing Trail. After discussion, the Board concurred to continue to monitor the 
trails. Director Smith then moved to approve the report, repair of the pavers at a cost 
not to exceed $1,000, and to power wash Central Green as discussed. Director Poulter 
seconded the motion, which carried unanimously. 

REPORT FROM TBG PARTNERS 

Mr. Klein reviewed the landscape architect's report, a copy of which is attach d. 

Mr. Klein updated the Board regarding the tree location for the 32-acre park 
access road and stated as followup meeting will be held with KISD regarding plans for 
the park. 

Mr. Klein reviewed the plans and specifications for the pedestrian bridges at 
Cinco Ranch High School, and requested authorization to advertise for bids. 
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Mr. Wempe updated the Board regarding discussions with the County regarding 
drainage. 

Mr. Klein updated the Board on the relocation of the trees. He recommended 
approval of Pay Estimate No.4 in the amount of $812.50 payable to Earth First. 

Mr. Klein updated the Board regarding relocation of the discus practice area and 
reviewed and recommended approval of Pay Estimate No.2 and Final in the amount of 
$1,726.40, payable to Stewart Builders. 

Mr. Klein next updated the Board regarding Exploration Park and stated the 
contractor will mobilize June 9. 

Mr. Klein updated then Board regarding the design of the Exploration Park 
access road and stated no action was necessary. 

Mr. Klein next updated the Board regarding the butterfly sculpture and stated no 
action was necessary. 

Klein updated the Board regarding the Central Green Lighting and stated no 
action was necessary. 

Director Smith then moved to approve the report, and based on Mr. Klein's 
recommendation, approve the pay estimates, authorize design of the pedestrian 
bridges, and to advertise for bids. Director Poulter seconded the motion, which carried 
unanimously. 

REPORT FROM AECOM 

Mr. Wempe updated the Board regarding various matters and stated no action 
was necessary. 

Mr. Wempe updated the Board regarding park bond application no. 2. 

REPORT FROM PARKS DIRECTOR 

Ms. Arceneaux updated the Board regarding Central Green matters, including a 
calendar of upcoming events, the budget, and did not request approval of any contracts. 
After review and discussion, Director Poulter moved to approve the report. Direc tor 
Smith seconded the motion, which carried unanimously. 

P ARKS COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS 

Director Smith stated the Parks Committee recommends naming the 32-acre 
park, "Willow Fork Park". After a motion made by Director Smith and seconded by 
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Director Poulter, the Board approved naming the 32-acre park, "Willow Fork Park", as 
recommended.
